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It’s mid-November as this is being written, and today was a wonderful act of God. First, we had to get up at 5:15 this morn-

ing. No, that wasn’t the wonderful part. The wonderful part was that when we went out to get the newspaper, it was abso-

lutely dark – no moon at all – and I have never seen so many stars. If it hadn’t been about 38 degrees, I’d have laid down in 

the yard just to watch. I was reminded of Isaac Asimov’s book title, THE STARS, LIKE DUST, because that’s what the sky 

looked like: thousands of stars, scattered like dust across a pitch-black sky. Then, that afternoon, coming back to St. Peter’s 

from Old Church, the road from Tunstall Road to Thomas and Carrie Evelyn’s house was just magical. The leaves, for the 

most part, were yellow, and the golden sun shining through yellow leaves at three in the afternoon, with not a cloud in sight 

and the clear Carolina blue sky … like I said, a magical day.  

 We’re on the cusp of a magical season, too. Advent will have begun by the time you get this, starting our journey towards 

Bethlehem, the cradle, and the Magi. Christmas Craft Day is on December 5. Vestry nominations (not quite so magical!) close 

December 12. The Hanging of the Greens is Saturday, December 18, at 9 am. The Children’s Christmas Pageant is the day af-

ter that, Sunday, December 19, at 10 am. That’s also Advent IV, leading us towards our annual Christmas Eve Services at 5 

and 11 pm. Then, after the festive Eucharists of the night before, a quiet Service on Christmas Day: the Nativity of our Lord, 

December 25, at 10 am. December 26 brings us another quiet Service at 9 am. The 11 am Service would have been a Christmas 

Service of Nine Lessons and Carols, but based on the feedback last year, we’ll instead have a Eucharistic Service filled with 

lots of carols. The office will be closed that week while we all catch our breath a bit! 

 January also brings us some varied opportunities. Last year’s major snowstorm forced the cancellation of the second day of 

Annual Council. You may remember that the second day came some weeks later and was at Virginia Seminary. That actually 

got good reviews! Folks liked having some time between introduction of business and voting on it, since it gave them an op-

portunity to “read, mark, learn, and inwardly digest” things. So this year Annual Council will be in two parts. First, the pre-

Council meeting will be at St. Stephen’s Church, Richmond, on Saturday, January 8, from 8:30 am until 12:30 pm. During that 

time there will be open hearings, discussing and addressing resolutions submitted to Council, and discussion of proposed 

Canonical changes. Then at Annual Council in Reston January 28-29, instead of Friday afternoon being taken up with that sort 

of thing, there will be workshops on topics of interest to parishes. The aim is to give those who attend Council something to 

take home and be able to use in their respective parishes. This year’s lay delegate is Steve von Hitritz. 

 Services in January will include some possible baptisms on January 9, the 1st Sunday after the Epiphany. That Sunday is also 

known as “The Baptism of Our Lord,” making it an especially appropriate Sunday for baptisms. Our Annual Meeting will be 

January 23, following a Service of Morning Prayer. There will be no 9 am Service or Christian Education that day so that eve-

ryone may attend the Annual Meeting. The new members of the Vestry will be commissioned during the 9 and 11 am Services 

on January 30, and be seated for their first meeting of the Vestry the next night. January’s meeting has been transferred to 

January 31 to accommodate that schedule. February 12, the entire Vestry will have their annual retreat at St. John’s Church, 

West Point.  

 It’s always good to see lots of things happening, even if just reading the schedule makes me tired! But along the way, there 

will be more magical days, and times when we can truly see the might acts of God. Thanks be to Him!

For better or worse, I have only one scripture quotation at my 

desk:  “Let the words of my mouth, and the meditation of my 

heart, be acceptable in your sight, O LORD, my strength, and my 

redeemer.” Psalm 19:14 

 Those words are also found at the very beginning of the 

“Abbreviated Morning Prayer” rite found in the 1928 BOOK OF 

COMMON PRAYER. I find it especially appropriate that these 

words are in an “Abbreviated” rite, because that’s what I find 

them most useful for. Most of us, like it or not, don’t spend as 

much time as we like or as we should, in scripture, prayer or 

Christian reflection. Even fewer of us actually incorporate these 

activities during the heart of day-to-day activities. But much like 

John 3:16, I think this Psalm does such a wonderful job, in just a 

few words, of putting us in a proper posture for the day and in 

difficult times. Think about it – if we really focus on ensuring the 

words we choose and the thoughts we think are Godly, then 

we’re on a pretty good path, right? Of course using words that are 

less than Godly is one of the reasons that many monastic orders 

spend much, if not all, of their time in silence. They recognize 

just how difficult it is to keep our tongues in check and our lan-

guage appropriate, and choose to limit their exposure. I’m cer-

tainly not advocating complete silence (I have two children who I 

think would be great candidates!), but the idea is still the same. 

There are so many times during a day when what we say or think 

can get us in trouble, so reflecting on who we are really working 

for is a continual must. The biblical commentator Barnes notes: 

“The great purpose of the truly pious is, not to please themselves 

or to please their fellow-men, but to please God. The great object 

is to secure acceptance with Him; to have such thoughts, and to 

utter such words, that He can look upon them with approbation.” 

 The second half of this verse directs us back to that very point. 

For it is in the Lord where we find our strength and he is our final 

redeemer. The above translation is American King James, but 

other versions substitute rock for strength. Knowing that some-

thing is not only strong, but like a rock - real, tangible, unmoving 

and ever present – how wonderfully comforting. There isn’t any-

thing in this world that has the same properties and realization of 

that.  Reliance on Him is key.  

 It’s been an honor and pleasure to serve on St. Peter’s Vestry 

for the past three years and as your Senior Warden for the past 

two. I appreciate all the prayers and support you’ve given me. 

Thank you! Furthermore, I believe that St. Peter’s and the Vestry 

are in great hands going forward.   

 I’ll close with another scripture favorite:  “May the peace of 

God, which surpasses all understanding, guard your hearts and 

your minds in Christ Jesus.” Philippians 4:7

Good Works to Good News 
 
  “For it is by grace you have been saved, through 

faith—and this is not from yourselves, it is the gift 

of God—  not by works, so that no one can boast.  

For we are God’s handiwork, created in Christ 

Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in 

advance for us to do.”  Ephesians 2:8-10 
 

As Christians, this is such an important tenet that 

the apostle Paul is communicating to us, unlike 

any religion or belief on Earth. Unquestionably, 

this idea was as stunning to the Ephesians as it 

may be to us as we live in such a “cause and ef-

fect” world.  
 

As I have told the Senior High Church School stu-

dents over the years, I realize that faith is such a 

difficult thing for them to not only grasp, but to 

also accept. Certainly in their environment of 

“instant gratification” and light speed communica-

tions, it has got to be hard to understand and asso-

ciate a deductive reasoning regarding this illusive 

principle of faith. However, even without these 

modern day conveniences, Paul’s direction re-

mains current and on target when he identifies 

faith as the common denominator toward God’s 

gift of salvation. Better yet, although there is a 

predestined plan of good works that God has pre-

pared us for, the gift of salvation is not based on 

the number of works or by the recognition of oth-

ers for such works.  
 

Recently as I battled my emotions at Leo Vaisvil’s 

funeral, I was uplifted by the words offered by Fr. 

Paul in his homily of Leo’s life. Truly, Leo exem-

plified what these scriptures are saying to us 

through his faith. His good works were many and 

they were never offered as a prerequisite for salva-

tion. As Fr. Paul described, Leo performed his 

good works in the background and never sought 

the spot light for the many gifts he gave to St. Pe-

ter’s Parish Church. 
 

Although we may not be aware of some of these 

gifts, there was one that truly manifested itself at 

Leo’s service. It was quite apparent that the nu-

merous young adults that Leo had influenced by 

his work with our youth mission trips displayed 

their faith by not only reverently participating in 

this celebratory service, but also understanding 

that this faith was the unconditional gift of our 

Lord for his faithful servant Leo.
